Additional 48 hours of advanced /specialized
occupational safety training course relevant to
the industry. 

Safety officer 4 (SO4) 
Mandatory 40-hour OSH training course
applicable to the industry.

Additional 80 hours of advanced /specialized
occupational safety training course relevant to
the industry. 

320 hours of OSH Related training or experience. 

Technical Skills
Accountability, ability to identify hidden
hazards, verbal hazard communication,
and visual hazard communication.
Conducting convincing presentations,
providing training, and budgeting.
Knowledge in regulatory organizations,
how to pass inspections, and gathering
and interpreting data.  

QUALIFICATIONS
Bachelor's Degree in relevant courses like
Industrial Engineering will be helpful to
become a Safety Officer. The Safety Officer
must be trained and accredited by the
Philippines DOLE in accordance with the DOLE
Occupational Safety and Health Standards,
Rule 1030. (Certified Safety Officer 3 - 40hrs
BOSH Training + 48hrs Advanced/Specialized
OSH Training). Additionally, Basic First Aid
Training and Certification from a reputable
NGO like Red Cross would enhance the
qualification for the role.
